IChemE Technical Visit to SembCorp Utilities 

Jurong Island, here we come again!! 

In yet another activity of the IChemE, S'pore Branch, a technical visit on 10 May '01was arranged for its members and guests to a synthesis gas and propylene complex that supplies hydrogen, CO, CO2 and propylene as feedstock to petrochemical facilities on the island. 

SembCorp Utilities (SCU) operates this complex that comprises 3 units and associated storage facilities, namely 

· a 100,000 tpy propylene purification unit

· a 10.4 mmscfd synthesis gas and 6.6 mmscfd H2 unit, and

· a 36 tpd CO2 unit

The SCU complex is well integrated with neighbouring facilities. It receives its feedstock from these neighbours and at the same time provides a distribution network of its products to others in the vicinity. The SCU, like other facilities on Jurong Island, has been built with this integrated synergy approach.

A good turnout of 15 IChemE members and guests participated in this visit. Hosted by Mr Dennis Chin, Assistant Manager of SCU, the visitors were treated to an interesting briefing, followed by a conducted tour of the facility. It was also a time for networking and getting away from the office.
