IChemE Visit to Vopak Terminals 

The IChemE (S'pore Branch) arranged a visit to Royal Vopak Terminals S'pore Pte Ltd (Jurong Island) on Mon, 4 Sep 2000. 

A total of 10 members and guests supported the activity. Transport to the facility was through car pool. For those participants who had not been to Jurong Island before, it was a worthwhile experience.

Vopak Terminals is a merger of Van Ommeren and Royal Pakhoed in 1999. In Singapore, Vopak has 2 facilities – one in Pulau Sebarok which is primarily an oil terminal serving third parties, and the other is a chemical terminal in Sakra, Jurong Island, having dedicated facilities to serve specific clients.

The Sakra terminal has a capacity of 250,000 cubic metres with about 70 storage tanks handling over 30 different products. Tank sizes range from 1,000 to 17,000 cubic metres. Other facilities include 3 jetties for 8,000 – 45,000 MT ships, road tanker loading and drumming facilities.

The visit was interesting, and members and guests were treated to a comprehensive briefing of Vopak’s business and operations including a site show-around by their Sales Manager, Mr Tham Wai Keun. To some members, it was an eye opener and to others who are more familiar with the business, an opportunity to learn even more.
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
